Terms of Participation Agreement
River Town Days Festival

May 6 -7, 2011
1. Promotion: The Bainbridge-Decatur County Chamber of Commerce will run press releases in the local papers servicing the area.
2. Opening and Closing Times: The participating vendor shall continue to operate during the entirety of each performance, unless prior written consent from the Bainbridge-Decatur County Chamber of Commerce to an earlier termination of participation is obtained. 

3. Use of Vending Space:
a. The participating vendor shall sell only food items approved by the Bainbridge-Decatur County Chamber of Commerce.  The specific price of each food item sold by the participating vendor shall be subject to the Bainbridge-Decatur County Chamber of Commerce’s prior approval in order to insure value and consistency of portions

b. The participating vendor will be responsible for handling their sales/cash transactions and Georgia Sales Tax.  The Bainbridge-Decatur County Chamber of Commerce will not sell food tickets.

c. The participating vendor shall not use noise making devises or public address systems.

d. The participating vendor shall provide adequate personnel for the operation during the normal operating hours.

e. The participating vendor shall comply with the rules and regulations of the City of Bainbridge and the State of Georgia and the participating vendor agrees to hold harmless the Bainbridge-Decatur County Chamber of Commerce, their employees and agents, from any penalties, fines, costs, expenses or damages from the participating vendor’s failure to do so.

4. Care of Vending Space:
a. The participating vendor shall be maintained in a neat, safe and orderly condition.  The participating vendor shall remove all rubbish and trash on a regular basis to a dumpsite other than trash receptacles.

b. The participating vendor shall insure that all wiring, including appliance cords or extension cords are in a good state of repair and shall not allow any electrical lines to run where they may be subject to any hazard to pedestrians or employees.  All wiring will be subject to inspection by the City of Bainbridge and any hazardous wiring may be required to be eliminated or relocated to insure safety.

5. Liability: Neither the Bainbridge-Decatur County Chamber of Commerce, the City of Bainbridge or any adjacent property owner shall be liable for any loss or damage to the property of the participating vendor, or its representatives, employees, agents, patrons and guests because of fires, robbery, accidents or any other cause whatsoever that may arise from the participating vendor’s use of occupancy of its vending space.  The participating vendor agrees to indemnify and hold harmless the Bainbridge-Decatur County Chamber of Commerce and their officers, directors, representatives, employees and agents against any and all claims of any person whomsoever, arising from the acts of omission of the participating vendors, its representatives, employees, agents, patrons or guests.
6. Failure to Hold River Town Days: In the event that River Town Days is not held for any reason whatsoever, the participating vendor shall be entitled to a refund of the fee it paid to reserve its vending space and the participating vendor hereby releases the Bainbridge-Decatur County Chamber of Commerce and their officers, directors, representatives, employees and agents from any and all claims for damages which might arise in consequence of River Town Days not being held.

7. Miscellaneous:
a. River Town Days Festival expressly reserves the right to approve the menu to be used, and any other activity by the participating vendor.

b. The participating vendor agrees to accept as conclusive and binding the decision of River Town Days Festival as to any dispute between participating vendor and any other participating vendor or any person attending the River Town Days Festival as to any matter not covered by the Terms of Participating Agreement.

c. The River Town Days Festival shall not be responsible for any loss of sales due to general power failure or power failures caused by overloading.

d. Alcoholic beverages are prohibited.
